Saturday 12th May.  Day 8 

We camped overnight on the edge of the Tallaringa Conservation Park in a nice clearing with plenty 
of room and a good fire.

Today’s trip notes – Steve Bly 

Trip Report – Day 11 – 15 May 2018 

The day started from our campsite on Googs Track which was about 10km south from the Trans 
Cont Railway turnoff.  The dunes seem to start as soon as we entered the Yellabinna Regional 
Reserve.  The recommend path on Googs Track is to go from South to North but it appeared that all 
the approaches from the South had huge dips and bumps on it from vehicles that appeared to 
struggle up the dune face.  This was later confirmed during day when we met three other vehicles, 
one of which couldn’t get quite enough speed to crest the dune without several attempts being 
made. 

20km from the campsite we found ourselves on the track leading to Mt Finke which was a 7 km 
deviation.  Mt Finke is the only noticeable feature along the track at 275 metres above the 
surrounding landscape (369 metres ASL).

Some brave souls in the group tackled the climb and were rewarded with outstanding views of the 
surrounding area while the remainder just relaxed in the shade at the base.  When the trekkers 
returned, we had lunch and continued heading South toward Googs Lake. 

The terrain and vegetation changed a couple of times when dunes became less frequent for a few 
km only to have the dunes reappear 15km from the Lake.  The route to Googs Lake is well 
signposted and we reached the recognized campsite in enough time to establish camp and light the 
fire before nightfall.

Woke in the Morning to find it had been raining overnight and as we had crossed salt lakes to get to 
camp site and I was a little concerned that we might have difficulty getting out.
